Declare the Word of God over your Life:

I am a child of God, born-again, filled with the Holy Spirit, redeemed by the blood of the 
Lamb. I do not live by bread alone but by every Rhema Word that comes out of the 
mouth of God.

● Times of refreshing will come into my life from the presence of the Lord. Acts 3:19-20
● The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because He has anointed me. Isaiah 61:1
● I love righteousness and hate lawlessness, therefore God has anointed me with the oil of 
gladness. Hebrews 1:9
● Every yoke of the enemy will be destroyed because of the anointing. Isaiah 10:27
● I have received an anointing from the Holy One which abides. 1 John 2:20, 27
● In the Lord's presence is fullness of joy. Psalm 16:11
● If I know how to give good gifts to my children, how much more will my Father who is in 
heaven give good things to me because I ask Him! Matthew 7:11
● I know God has chosen the foolish things of the world to put shame to the wise, and I am 
willing to become a fool that I may become wise. For if I am beside myself, it is for God. 1

● I will be like the wise virgins who went out to meet the bridegroom and took oil in their 
vessels with their lamps, trimmed their lamps and were ready for the wedding.

● The kingdom of God is not eating and drinking and natural things, but it is 
righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. Romans 14:17
● I know the God of hope will fill me with all joy and peace in believing and I will abound 
in hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. Romans 15:13
● My faith will not be in the wisdom of men but in the power of God and in the 
demonstration of the Spirit. 1 Corinthians 2:4, 5
● For the kingdom of God is not in word but in power. 1 Corinthians 4:20
● And the gospel did not come to me in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy 
Spirit and in much assurance. And I became a follower of others and of the Lord, receiving 
the word in much affliction and joy of the Holy Spirit. 1 Thessalonians 1:5, 6
● My natural mind does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are 
foolishness to me, nor can I even under stand them, because they are spiritually discerned. 
But God has revealed them to me through His Spirit. For the Holy Spirit searches all things, 
yes, the deep things of God. 1 Corinthians 2:10, 14-16
● God is bearing witness to His presence in my life with signs and wonders, various 
miracles and gifts of the Holy Spirit according to His own will. Hebrews 2:4
● Because I believe in Him, as the Scripture has said, out of my belly, my innermost 
being, rivers of living water will flow which is the Holy Spirit within me. John 7:38, 39
● I did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but I received the Spirit of 
adoption by whom I cry out, Abba, Father. Romans 8:15
● The Holy Spirit helps me in my weakness. For I do not always know what I should 
pray for, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for me with groanings which cannot be 
uttered. Romans 8:26
● The expression and manifestation of the Holy Spirit is given to me for the benefit, 
advantage and profit of others. 1 Corinthians 12:4-7
● He who supplies the Spirit to me and works miracles in my life, does not do it by the 
works of the law but by the hearing of faith. Galatians 3:5
● God has granted me, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with 
might through His Spirit in my inner man. Ephesians 3:16



● I will not be drunk with wine, which is a waste; but I will be filled with the Spirit, speaking 
in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in my heart to the 
Lord.

● I will rejoice always, I will pray without ceasing, I will give thanks in everything, for this is 
the will of God in Christ Jesus for me. I will not quench the Spirit and I will not despise 
prophecies. 1 Thessalonians 5:16-20
