●	 I am part of an overcoming church, built on the rock of Jesus Christ, against 
which the gates of hell cannot be victorious. Matthew 16:18 

●	 I am the righteousness of God in Christ. Jesus became sin for me that I might 
become the righteousness of God in Him. 2 Corinthians 5:21


●	 I am a child of Abraham by faith and therefore an heir according to the promises 
God made to Abraham. Galatians 3:27, 29




●	 I am a new creature in Christ. Old things in my life have passed away and look, 
all things have become new! 2 Corinthians 5:17


●	 I was buried with Christ in baptism and now I am walking in newness of life, 
knowing that my old nature was crucified with Him so that I should no longer be 
a slave to sin. I reckon myself to be dead indeed to sin but alive to God in Christ 
Jesus my Lord. Romans 6:4-6, 11


●	 There is no condemnation in my life because I am in Christ Jesus and I do not 
walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit and the law of the Spirit of 
life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the law of sin and death. Romans 
8:1-2 

●	 I am being led by the Spirit of God because I am a son of God, and I have not 
received the spirit of bondage which gives way to fear but I have received the 
Spirit of adoption whereby I cry "Abba, Father" and the Spirit bears witness with 
my spirit that I am a child of God, and if I am a child, then I am an heir, an heir of 
God and a joint-heir with Christ. Romans 8:11, 15-17 

●	 I am called with a holy calling, not according to my works but according to 
God's own purpose and grace which was given to me in Christ Jesus before 
time began. Therefore I will be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus.            
2 Timothy 1:9; 2:1 

●	 I am blessed, chosen, predestined, adopted as one of His sons and accepted in 
the beloved. And in Him I have redemption through His blood, even the 
forgiveness of my sins and He has made known to me the mystery of His will 
and in Him I have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the 
purpose of Him who works all things according to the counsel of His will.

●	 I will hold fast the profession of my faith without wavering for He is faithful who 
promised. I will not cast away my confidence which has a great reward, for I 
have need of patience that after I have done the will of God, I will receive the 
promise.

●	 I am a just person and I shall live by faith, but if I draw back, God will have no 
pleasure in me. But I am not of them that draw back unto destruction, but I am 
of them that believe to the delivering of the soul (my mind, my will, my 
emotions). Hebrews 10:38, 39


●	 I am a living stone, a spiritual house, a holy priesthood created to offer up 
spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God. I am part of a chosen generation, a royal 
priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, so I can proclaim the praises 
of Him who called me out of darkness into His marvelous light. I once was not 
part of a people, but now I am part of the people of God. Once I had not 
obtained mercy, but now I have obtained mercy. 1 Peter 2:5, 9, 10 



●	 God forbid that I should rejoice or boast in anything except in the Cross of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world has been crucified to me and I to the 
world.
